Georgia sales tax will be added at the point of sale.

AGREEMENT

Submitting an entry form to this exhibition constitutes
an agreement on the part of the artist with all condi-
tions set forth in this prospectus. No work accepted for
the exhibition may be withdrawn before the close of the
exhibition. After acceptance, the artist cannot substitute
another work for the accepted one or raise the sales
price.

DAA maintains the authority to view actual work and
review acceptance.

The sponsors reserve the right to reproduce accepted
entries for publicity purposes.

The Decatur Arts Alliance cannot be held responsible
for lost or damaged CDs. All reasonable precautions will
be taken to ensure protection of submitted work upon
receipt. Work will be insured for the duration of the
exhibition. No liability can be assumed by the Decatur
Arts Alliance during storage or to sponsors or personnel
connected to the exhibition for damage incurred or loss
of work while in transit. Artists are advised to arrange
their own shipping insurance.

HOWTO ENTER

Entry form and nonrefundable fee of $25 per artist for
digital entry (on CD), payable to the Decatur Arts Alli-
ance, must accompany all entries. Checks post-dated
or returned unpaid by the bank will result in im-
mediate disqualification. No exceptions!

Submitting work on CD:

* A maximum of three entries per artist.

* Images should be large print quality (300 dpi and a
minimum size of 6 x 4 in.).

* All images should be quality photographs accurately
showing the work. Up to two images per work (a full
view plus detail of 2-dimensional works or two views
of 3-dimensional works) may be included.

e All CDs must be marked with the artist’s name and
title of work.

* Entries must be postmarked by March 1,2010.

The Decatur Arts Alliance invites artists working in all media to participate in the Fine Arts Exhibition at the 22nd Annual Decatur Arts
Festival. The exhibition is a juried multimedia presentation that contributes a fresh and unique perspective to the festival every year. The
Decatur Arts Festival draws approximately 60,000 people to downtown Decatur for a celebration of the arts that includes a juried Artists
Market, Children’s Festival, New Dance, Literary Arts, Performing Arts Stage, and a Concert on the Square, as well as the Fine Arts Exhibi-
tion. This large audience represents a broad spectrum of knowledge and appreciation of the arts, and the Fine Arts Exhibition addresses this
spectrum with a diversity of styles and media. Works selected for the show reflect a wide range of artists’ experiences and viewpoints, with
excellence as a common thread.

The exhibition will be in the Dalton Gallery at Agnes Scott College, 141 E. College Ave., Decatur, GA 30030.

RECEPTIONS

The opening reception of the Fine Arts Exhibition is Tuesday, May 25, from 5 until 7 pm, in conjunction with the Decatur Business Associa-
tion monthly meeting. The exhibition closes with a “Last Call” party on Sunday, June 6, from 4 until 6 pm.We encourage exhibiting artists to
attend both of these functions.

ELIGIBILITY

Artists are invited to participate in a juried exhibition of 2-dimensional and 3-dimensional works. Artwork will be chosen from submitted
entries by a panel of three jurors on the basis of creative excellence and quality of execution.The Decatur Arts Alliance and the Dalton Gal-
lery may reserve the right to refuse to hang any work that, upon arrival at the Dalton Gallery, differs markedly from the images submitted
or does not, for any other reason, meet the DAA’s standards of excellence.

All works must be original and completed within the last two years.The sponsors are the final authority on eligibility. Works to be hung
must be ready for hanging with any necessary hardware in place. Artwork must fit through a standard door.

Entry deadline: applications must be postmarked by March 1,2010.

THE JURORS

Atlantan Susan Bridges is the owner/director of whitespace gallery, located in an 1893-carriage house in Inman Park. Prior to the renovation
and opening of whitespace in 2007, Bridges organized and curated renegade art shows in the Westside and at various underground venues around
town, including a semi-trailer parked at a strategic intersection in Inman Park. Bridges is a past Art Papers board member and has played an
important part in implementing the successful annual Art Papers Art Auction. In addition to directing whitespace, Bridges is currently focusing her
attention on |-45 Collective, a group of Inman Park, Old 4th Ward and Little Five Points galleries and the newly created Flux Projects, a non-profit
organization benefiting public art projects.

Rebecca D. Des Marais has been the director of Youth Art Connection since November 1995 and developed the Arts & Cultural Enrich-

ment program for Boys & Girls Clubs of Metro Atlanta. Des Marais has worked closely with independent curator Mary Jane Jacob on major
public/community art programs, has taught art at colleges and programs around South Carolina, is an established artist, and was artist-assistant to
well-known artist Ann Hamilton on major installations internationally. She has a long history in arts management and administration, holding an
MFA from University of South Carolina,a BFA from Rhode Island School of Design, and certificates from the Arts Management Institute, Harvard
University School of Business and University of North Carolina Business School Program in Arts Management.

Known for his public art installations, ceramic sculpture, photography, and mixed-media constructions, Gregor Turk often incorporates mapping
imagery and cultural markings into his artwork. He has permanent public art installations in the Atlanta and Jacksonville airports. His work is
included in the collection of JPMorgan Chase, Museum of Contemporary Art Georgia, and numerous other public and private institutions. He
received his BA from Rhodes College and his MFA from Boston University.
